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Pastor’s Corner:
As you're driving this Memorial Day

Weekend, try to be safe and keep your eyes
open for a bumper sticker with these words: 
“Practice random kindness and senseless acts
of beauty”.  I've seen it on cars and recently
read an account of its influence.  I'd like to
share it with you.  It is found in a sermon by
Dean Shahan of the Episcopal Grace
Cathedral in Topeka, Kansas.  Here is an
excerpt:  “It's a crisp winter day in San
Francisco.  A woman in a red Honda,
Christmas presents piled up in the back seat,
drives up to the Bay Bridge toll booth and said,
“I'm paying for myself and for the six cars
behind me!”  And she handed over seven
commuter tickets.  One after another, the next
six drivers arrived at the toll booth and they all
had their $1 in their hand, and they were told,
‘Some lady up ahead already paid your fare! 
Have a nice day!' So the woman in the Honda,
it turned out, had read something on an index
card on a friend's refrigerator door.  It said this,
‘Practice random kindness and senseless acts
of beauty'.  That phrase seemed to kind of
leap out at her and she copied it down.

Another person spotted that same idea. It
was spray painted on the wall of a warehouse
that was 100 miles from her home, and it
stayed in her mind for days, or that is, the
essence of it stayed in her mind.  And she
gave up and drove all the way back to this
place so that she could copy it down.  She
said, ‘I thought it was incredibly beautiful,' and
started writing that little sentence on the
bottom of all her letters.  Her husband liked it
so much that he put the phrase up on the
classroom wall (he's a seventh-grade teacher). 
One of his students was the daughter of a
local newspaper columnist, so she told her
mother and the columnist put it in the paper
and admitted that, although she liked it, she
didn't know what it really meant or, in fact,
where it came from.”

So began a new round of idea that is not
new (Jesus said it long ago, “Whatever you
wish that others would do to you, do so to
them”) but it is an idea that is always in need of
a fresh start in people's minds and hearts. 
Let's try it again.  Cut out the form on page 3
and stick it up somewhere and pass it along.
