Back-to-school supplies needed for R.E.A.P.

All children will soon be needing school supplies again,
whether their families can afford them or not.  Blue Ridge
members annually team up with R.E.A.P. to help supply
this need.

All contributed supplies are sorted by R.E.A.P.
volunteers.  A backpack for each child to be served will be
fill ed with the specific needs for that grade level.  The
backpacks will be distributed on August 17 at Faith
Presbyterian Church.  Also, each child will receive a
certificate for a free pair of shoes.

According to Al Brown, executive director of R.E.A.P.,
it costs about $45 to provide each child with a backpack,
school supplies and a pair of shoes.  Last year R.E.A.P.
served a total of 415 children, and the need is expected to
be higher this year.  Families who request assistance for
school supplies are screened by R.E.A.P. for eligibilit y.

The backpacks have already been donated but all types
of school supplies are still needed, as well as cash to help
provide shoes.  Check the Information Table for a complete
list of supplies needed.

The R.E.A.P. School Supplies barrels will be in the
entry areas from July 31 through August 7 for donations.

I tested the waters Sunday by introducing

not what I would call changes, but some
different ways to do what you do best on
Sunday mornings, Worship.  I am so
impressed with the technology you have to
facilitate Worship.  In observing my first
Sunday, I realized most of you use that
technology.  So, Sunday we simplified the
service by producing one bulletin to be used
in all three services.  It is a tri-fold bulletin
which can be folded to the service you
attend and can be followed more easily.

Now there were other reasons I chose to
use this bulletin.  In the few days I have been
here, people have made a point of sharing
with me the Worship Service they attend and
the style of Worship they prefer.  I felt it
would be helpful to have one bulletin listing
the times and order of worship, so we all
could see the variety of worship
opportunities we offer each Sunday.  I listed
only the times, in that I have learned for most
people the time is more important than style. 
I personally believe we put more emphasis
on style of Worship than the whole issue
deserves.  In my experience what is
contemporary to one person is traditional to
the next and so forth.  You will notice we
simply listed that we gather to worship and
the times.  There is another reason for doing
this and that is, churches have all kinds of
subtle and not so subtle ways of placing
value and judgement on how they do
Church.  By simply listing the times we are
not valuing any service over another, but
simply stating this is when we worship. 
Anyway we can build unity of purpose and
action in this congregation will be for the
benefit of us all.

Finally I thank all of you for closing with
me the “Complaint Department”.  I did not
hear a single complaint on Sunday and
appreciate the spirit you have entered into
this change of pastors.  I must confess I
really have enjoyed my first couple of weeks
as your pastor.
