Flowers for Easter this year will
be a combination of 10 Easter Lilies as well
as 30 pots of spring flowers you can take
home and plant in your own garden to
enjoy.  The flowers will be on the Altar
Table in the Sanctuary and in the gathering
rooms of  the church.  All the flowers will be
available to take home after the 11:00 service on Easter
Sunday.  It will be your choice to take home to enjoy
whatever is available after services.

Please leave the plate under the flowers at the church so
they can be recycled each year to protect our tables and
counters.  If possible, we can also recycle the pots after you
are done with them.  They can be cleaned and sterilized to
re-use for next year.  These measures will help us keep the
costs down as much as possible.

to the Holy Land which, unfortunately
because of the renewal of violence there,
was cancelled.  I was not serving a church
at the time so the trip was planned to go
prior to Holy week, as this would have had
us in Jerusalem at the time of Palm
Sunday.  I had shared with the group that
we would arise early on Palm Sunday and
travel to the hills opposite the Western
Gate of the City.  Here we would join a
procession of Christians from around the
World and parade into the Holy City,
Jerusalem, as Jesus had done that first
Palm Sunday.  There would be a crowd,
palm branches to wave, singing and a
great procession of Pilgrims reenacting
that wonderful day in the life of Jesus.  I
thought to myself, “my, how everyone
loves a parade”.  

There are all kinds of parades and our
fair city has its share of parades.  Most
major holidays have as part of their
celebration some kind of parade.  As a
people most of us enjoy a parade and
make an effort to watch and/or participate
in the ones we hold special.  What is it
you suppose that causes a parade to be
so special?
