This Sunday we celebrate Easter and
the Resurrection of our Lord, in what is
always a JOY filled service. There is no
greater celebration for me than the Good
News of Easter. Here we encounter
God’s Love in a powerful way that brings
hope to all our lives. | hope you will make
every effort to be present in one of our
services this Sunday.

I have recently returned from our
mission trip to the Gulf Coast as a

participant with 17 others from our church.

We stayed in Gulfport and worked in
Waveland at what the folks there call,
Ground Zero. The destruction was
beyond my imagination, and places dear
to my memory as a child were simply
gone. | must say | experienced a kind of
disbelief as we drove along the coast and
witnessed the total destruction of the
communities which populated that area
prior to the hurricanes. We discovered
over one third of the population has left
the area, with many planning never to
return. | wondered to myself what good
our little team might do.

Ourr faith is a Resurrection Faith, which
celebrates God's triumph in Jesus Christ
over death and all those forces which
attempt to destroy hope. In a community
so devastated, all we really could finally
bring was this resurrection faith. We
came and were present sharing those
gifts we brought. We discovered through
those we came to serve an unexpected
hospitality and a strong faith. Present
here were all of us witnessing to the
power the Resurrection holds over our
lives. | believe we all came away filled
with hope and committed to serve where
ever God calls us.
